COURSE DESCRIPTION

Course objectives

This course is based on the structure and learning outcomes of European Transport-
and Tourism Law within the EBFLA program.

The student will comprehend diverse theoretical and empirical knowledge in the field
of European and Croatian tourism and transport law, especially in the light of
consumer protection of tourists and travellers. Furthermore, one of the key objectives
of the course is a comparative analysis of the legal protection of hoteliers in the
growingly complex contractual relations with national and international tourist
agencies. Students will further develop their knowledge of consumer protection rights
and EU citizens’ rights and freedoms through topics that resonate with their chosen
module and program. Students will be introduced to EU transport law and
infrastructure financing law. By combining the EU law components of transport law
and tourism law, students will be able to get a holistic view of European consumer
protection of tourists and travellers.

Two tests will be organized during the term. For the access to the second test, a
passing grade in the first test is required. The final grade represents the weighted
arithmetic mean of the (passing) grades of both tests. Students who pass both tests,
are exempt from the final exam. If students wish to achieve a higher grade, they are
required to take the oral part of the final exam.

Alternatively, students can chose to be graded based on the final written and oral
exam during the exam period. Passing the written exam (60% is the passing
threshold) is the prerequisite for attending the oral exam. The relation between the
written and oral exam is 50:50.

Students that:

1. complete at least 2 EU law courses and 3 law courses in total (the final paper is
counted as a course if it is written on an EU law subject) with an average grade of at
least 3.5;

and

2. Participate in the activities of the EBFLA program of the Jean Monnet Chair through
workshops or other events during the duration of the Jean Monnet Chair, will receive
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the EBFLA certificate (a certificate of fundamental knowledge of European law for
non-lawyers).
